When do we use the infinitive form of a verb in Swedish?

When we for instance wish to say that we:

want to (do something)

have to (do something)

will (do something)

can (do something)

vill (gora nagot)

maste (gora nagot)

ska (gora nagot). NOTE: “ska” expresses future (in Sw. called “futurum”)

kan (gora nagot)

Jamfdr svenska och engelska (compare Swedish and English):

| want|to
| have|to
I will go

| can go

go

go

- jag vill ga
- jag maste ga
- jag ska ga
- jag kan ga

Exempel:

In Swedish we don’t use the
infinitive mark “att” (“to”) after
any of these help verbs,
whereas in English

{to] is mandatory after want
and have.

** Huvudverb i infinitiv

Jag vill* ha** billiga och bra skor.
* Hjalpverb i presens
