    * Be careful  
1. “a lot of/ lots of” is 

informal. In very formal 
writing, we use 
“much/many”. 

2. Do not mix “a lot of” 
and “lots of”, e.g. “a lots 
of” or “lot of”.

I drank lots of beer last night. 

Negatives Not many Not much 

 I don’t have many friends. 
There weren’t many people 

at the game. 

I don’t have much money. 
There isn’t much snow in 

Saudi Arabia.
